Terms and Conditions

1. The exhibition is open to all residents of the Southwest aged 18+.

2. Entries must be original and created recently.

3. Works must embrace the theme: ‘Reflection’.

4. Entries close Monday 23rd March. Digital image (max 2mb) of 

art to accompany entry form. Artist’s SHORT statement of no 
more than 50 words to accompany Entry Form.


5. Maximum of one entry per artist, not exceeding size limits.

6. All 2D entries must be professionally presented, dry and ready to 

hang with D-rings 8-10cm from the top of the frame; closer for 
small paintings.


7. Works must be delivered between 10am - midday on Monday 
30th March to Pemberton Sports Club, or Bunbury or Busselton 
Depots on Friday 27th March (only) before close of business. 


8. Artwork must be clearly labelled on the back: title, medium, name, 
address, phone number and price.


9. PAG Inc reserves the right to reject entries where subject or 
standard of presentation are considered unsuitable. Curator’s and 
judge’s decisions are final and no correspondence will be entered 
into regarding excluded works.


10. Unsold works must be collected from Pemberton Sports Club 
between 1pm-3pm, Sunday 19th April. Artists using the Bunbury 
and Busselton depot service to collect unsold works on Tuesday 
21st April.


11. Insurance is the responsibility of the artist. While all care will be 
taken, no responsibility can be accepted for loss or damage.


12. Transport and insurance of artworks to and from the exhibition 
venue remain the responsibility of the artist.


13. All works must be for sale and are subject to 30% commission 
upon sale. PAG members and volunteers on roster are eligible for 
20% commission. Acquisitive works also subject to commission.


14. Artists will be informed if their work sells during the exhibition. 
Payment for works sold will be made within 3 weeks from the close 
of exhibition.


15. Prizes will be announced at the official opening between 6pm - 
7:30pm on Thursday 2nd April at Pemberton Sports Club, to 
which all contributing artists will be invited.


16. PAG reserves the right to use images of entries for promotional 
and publicity purposes.


17. No photography will be accepted.

18. Depot fee is $10. See DEPOT SERVICE details highlighted in 

panel on this form.

19. Judge: To be announced.

The theme: ‘Reflection’ 

Maximum of one entry per artist, 2D or 3D, in any medium.

will be eligible for judge’s awards. 

Sponsors’ awards may not focus on the theme.
